WINEMAKING

The grapes for the dry-grown Palladian Cabernet Sauvignon were specially selected from 
the best section of the vineyard. These vines have been leaf plucked and shoot thinned. We 
harvested and sorted the fruit by hand. This wine is entirely made in 500L barrels without 
any stainless-steel contact at any point. This makes for a seamless integration of fruit and 
oak, delivering a wine that is elegant and restrained but full of flavour and texture.
